A person may obtain verbal or 

written consent to supply alco-
hol to a minor in their home. 

They are responsible for ensur-

ing the consent is genuinely 

provided by the minor’s parent 

or legal guardian.  

 

The Victorian Government has 

introduced a new offence that 

prohibits persons from supply-

ing alcohol to a minor (a per-

son under the age of 18 years) 

in a residence without the con-

sent of the minor’s parent or 

legal guardian. 

The proposed law helps to 
protect young people from 

alcohol-related harm, and pro-

vides parents with greater con-

trol over their child’s consump-

tion of alcohol.
